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  Participants of the seminar on “Integrated Water Resources Management Development Global Water Partnership composition” according to the seminar program were acquainted with prepared papers, listened presentations of moderators and actively discussed the presented materials. 

To the seminar were invited along with representatives of regional and national organizations, representatives of more active NON-Governmental Organizations, which were chosen according to theirs results participating   in activity on INWRM development in region. The seminar ghuests were specialists of international organizations, Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the Republic of Uzbekistan   

General issue of the seminar was approval of International NGO “GWP” regional unit for Central asia and Caucasus, had became 10th , after 9 analogical units, approved in such regions of the world as: Central and Eastern Europe, Mediterranean Sea, South America, Central America, western Africa, South Asia, China.

According to approved program on organization and development activities of regional water partnership in CA and Caucasus, the unit’s main activity direction must be incorporation on realization of IWRM principals and increasing water-using productivity in every sector of the region economy. 

Seminar was held under financial support of IWMI.   

In the opening session of the seminar participated and addressed the participants on the issues relevant to the theme of the Seminar – A. Nisnevich, the Deputy minister of Agriculture and Water Management Ministry of the Republic of Uzbekistan, Henrik Larsen, GWP Resource Center (Denmark), Vilma Horinkova, Regional director of Central Asia and Caucasus office, International Water Management Institute- Tashkent, Victor Dukhovny, Director of SIC ICWC.

Seminar work cessions moderators were Duchovny V.A., Sokolov V.I. (SIC ICWC), Esekin B.(REC CA), Kichibaev A.M. (Water resources department   of Kyrgyz Republic), Henrik Larsen (Resource Center GWP, Denmark  ). All participants and invitees were given handouts, prepared and duplicated for seminar, including: Draft of CA and Caucasus Regional Partnership; Program on regional water partnership organization activities; Project of water partnership regional technical committee statement; information on national and regional programs in water management.  Presentations made by accompanying  with modern tools of education with using pc techniques and technologies.

Moderators and participants stated the common peculiarity of 5 CA and 3 (Azerbaijan, Armenia, Georgia) Caucasian countries, based on geographical location in Aral-Caspian water basin, where the most productive lands confined to arid climate zone, determining demand for water resources intensive use must be common platform for water partnership development. Whereas water is clue factor of social-economy prosperity, therefore, the most wisely direction for development in this region is realization INWR principals. Following could be  get out for that:

· National and administrative borders and limits;

· Sector insularity;

· Rupture levels management hierarchy;

· Lack of water users mutual interest, public, on one hand and water management units on other hand; inability of open discussing on theirs interested aims; 

· Lack of all participants (and chairman) interest on finite water resources productivity 

Along with above stated, participants consider, that IWRM must take into account of governments and individual regions in solving of theirs vital and long term social-economy and environmental protection tasks and goals, especially natural needs and ecological requirements.

As those positions, IWRM envisages deviation from previous rigorous administrative water management, allocated between levels administrative hierarchy and various sectors, in which main criteria is obeying water management activity to defined egoistic sectoral, local, momentary interests, in which rational water resources utilization are ignored or shifted to second plan.

 
It must be changed with the most effective, completely, holistic approach, based on closed partnership, promoting by rigorous responsibility between all participants on using, managing, protecting and developing of water resources, which’s main criteria are increasing water productivity, maximal decreasing non-productively loses and getting maximal productivity rate on per water volume unit, determining on every level of withdrawals and sources hierarchy.

 At the same time, seminar participants noted a great achievement and progress of CA countries in strengthening of partnership on Aral Sea Basin water resources management and necessity of disseminating accumulated positive experience in partnership with Caucasian colleagues. Certainly,  comprehensive water partnership in the region could contribute to accelerating effective realization IWRM principals trough both information changing and investigation of stakeholders to water management.

 Participants noted 

The participants noted that the topics suggested for the Seminar-Conference included a wide range of issues of international partnership in water resources management. They said about the necessity to develop regional cooperation, giving positive assessment to the measures taken in the region aimed at strengthening and development of cooperation.

 Participants stated theirs satisfactory with the contain  of prepared and presented materials, technical equipment, organization residence, and express their wish to participate on further actions, promoting by TC ICWC. 

Participants stated necessity of close partnership with TC ICWC, accelerating organization and  functioning of TC ICWC branches.
